· Make accurate and comprehensive records of findings during the visit and using the inspection tools and contribute to the feedback meeting at the end of the Inspection using the evidence gathered. 
· Review and comment when necessary and prior to publication to ensure the accuracy of inspection reports.
· Undertake shorter, focussed follow-up inspection visits (as required).
· Demonstrate respect and understanding of diversity and citizenship of staff, patients and others.
· Attend induction and other training deemed necessary by HIW.
· Act as an ambassador for HIW through promoting the work of the Inspectorate and sharing best practice.
